On November 18, 2022, TBF launched
the Food, Fuel and Shelter Fund,
which broadened the Foundation's
10-year effort to support nonprofits
serving food and fuel needs each
winter. The Fund's initial iInvestment
was a $235,000 grant to the City of
Boston, to expand its mobile
outreach to more equitably and
effectively connect people with
housing, treatment and other
services around Mass & Cass.
